Steps to being counted in the 2010 Census

1.

Look for the Census form in the mail, fill it out and return as soon as possible.
Make sure you are counted in the household where you regularly live or sleep, or
are staying on April B, 2010.

If you, a family member or a friend are unsure about or need help filing out
the form visit a Questionnaire Assistance Center (QAC). These centers are
located throughout your neighborhood and city. Call to find a center closest to you.

Filling out the census form

e February z July 2010: Telephone Questionnaire Assistance open to answers questions about the
Census. Assistance available in over 50 languages.

e March z April 2010: Questionnaire Assistance Centers open to provide assistance in understanding
and filling out the form.

e March 16-17, 2010: Census forms arrive at households across the nation.

e March 19-April 19, 2010: Be Counted forms available in public places, such asgp offices, libraries,
and convenience stores for those who were not counted anywhere else or did not receive a form.

e March 29-21, 2010: Servicebased awumeration. Census employees visit placesvhere people
without a usual place of residence live, sleep, or eat, such as soup kitchens, homeless shelters, outdoor
locations, shelters for abused women, etc.

e April 1,2010: CENSUS DAY. The form should include everyone in the household who lives, slegpr
is staying there on this day, and has no other usual place of residence.

e April 1-8, 2010: Census Bureau mails replacement forms to every home from which a completed
form has not yet been received.

Non-Response Follow-up

e May z July 2010: Census workes visit all addresses that did not mail back a census questionnaire
and collect information at the door.

e Late April Z August 2010: Telephone call centers contact households with more than six occupants
and those whose forms have missing or unclear information.

Wrap-up of 2010 Census

e December 2010: Census Bureau reports state population totals to the President.
