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Health Topics Table
The table on the following pages provides a basic outline of Health Topics for the formerly incarcerated across 6 key areas. These Topics will be the starting point for the work of the Task Force.  The table provides space for considering basic information on the status, service delivery system, continuity of care, payment, issues, problems and opportunities and data and informational needs for each of the Health Topics.
Column Definitions:

Status – refers to the prevalence of the health condition among formerly incarcerated populations.  For example, what is the prevalence of communicable diseases among the formerly incarcerated?
Service Delivery System – refers to the service providers and programs that exist within the county to address these health problems.  For example, what programs and service providers are currently working on the treatment of communicable diseases among the formerly incarcerated?
Continuity of Care – Refers to the linkage between CDCR or County Jail and community based services.  For example, if a person is diagnosed with a communicable disease how is that information transferred to a community based provider and how does the person connect with community based services.

Payment – refers to the sources of payment available to cover the costs of these health related issues.  For example, what sources of payment are available to formerly incarcerated people in need of treatment and/or screening for communicable diseases?
Issues, Problems, Opportunities – refers to the critical issues, problems and opportunities related to the topic.  For example, what are the critical issues related to communicable diseases among the formerly incarcerate (i.e. should there be mandatory testing prior to release)?  
Data and information – What types of data and information is available on the health condition.  For example, how much data is collected on what happens to people with communicable diseases that are released from incarceration?
