Lee Boone is currently the Manager of the Haight-Ashbury African American Family Healing Center.  In addition, Mr. Boone works for a methadone clinic in Berkeley and with the National Trust Fellows in San Quentin.  He has been working in the substance abuse field for over 20 years.  Mr. Boone is a register addiction specialist with the National Certified Addiction Council (NCAC) and the National Association for Addiction Professionals (NAADAC).  He has also worked at Walden House in San Francisco for 16 years and has been working inside of jails and prisons for 20 years.  IN addition to his substance abuse work Mr. Boone runs a prison ministry through National Baptist Association and is a deacon at Providence Baptist Church.   
Dean Chambers has lived in Oakland for 11 years and is a Licensed Clinical Social Worker currently employed as a contract monitor and Disaster Mental Health Preparation Coordinator at alameda County Behavior Health Care Services. Prior to his current position he spent one year working in the psychiatric clinic in the Alameda County Jail at Santa Rita.  Mr. Chambers also worked as a consultant for the San Francisco County Probation Department from 1986-1991 where he wrote placement/treatment recommendations for judges and probation officers as well as teaching life skills classes for juveniles with drug offences.  During the 1990’s he served as the Director of Crisis Services for the City of San Francisco.  He holds a B.A. in psychology and an MSW from San Francisco State University and is currently enrolled in the MBA program at Cal State East Bay.
Dr. Anthony Iton, M.D., J.D., MPH is the Alameda County Public Health Department Director and Health Officer. Dr. Iton’s primary interest is the health of disadvantaged populations and the contributions of race, class, wealth, education, geography, and employment to health status. He has asserted that in every public health area of endeavor, be it immunizations, chronic disease, HIV/AIDS, STDs, obesity, or even disaster preparedness, local public health departments must recognize that they are confronted with the enduring consequences of structural poverty, institutional racism and other forms of systemic injustice. He has worked as an HIV disability rights attorney at the Berkeley Community Law Center, a healthcare policy analyst with Consumers Union West Coast Regional Office, and as a physician and advocate for the homeless at the San Francisco Public Health Department.  Dr. Iton received his medical degree at Johns Hopkins Medical School and subsequently trained in internal medicine and preventive medicine at New York Hospital, Yale, and Berkeley and is board certified in both specialties. Dr. Iton has also received a law degree and a Master’s of Public Health from the University of California, Berkeley and is a member of the California Bar.
Ron Owens was born and raised in Oakland, CA.  He is a former heroin addict who has been incarcerated 3 times at San Quentin.  In 1993 he went through Allied Fellowship’ drug treatment and went on to become president of the Allied Fellowship program.  For the past 13 years he has served as the Bay Area Services Network (BASN) coordinator for Second Chance incorporated. During Mayor Jerry Brown’s term as mayor of Oakland Mr. Owens served as the Parolee intervention coordinator for the City of Oakland.  He was the originator of the rehabilitative arm of the Police And Corrections Team (PACT) meetings. Mr. Owens still works with parolees teaching classes on domestic non-violence for parolees in Oakland and Berkeley.  In addition, he sits on the Board for the Protection of Human Subjects at UC Berkeley.  
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
