Dr. Jared Fine DDS, MPH is the Dental Health Administrator for the Alameda County Health Care Services Agency Public Health Department serving  1.4 million residents.  For over 30 years he has been a leader in the development of integrative programs and services that promote the health of children and families emphasizing access to primary prevention and treatment for dental and other  health  services. He has served as a dental quality assurance consultant and been on the Health Officer Jail Inspection Team for over 20 years. Dr. Fine was an inaugural fellow in the USPHS Primary Care Policy Fellowship, has served as President of the Alameda County Dental Society, and as Chair of the Oral Health Section of the American Public Health Association.  In addition to career in Alameda County, he has served as Chairman of Board of the California based Dental Health Foundation for eight years.  In that capacity, he was a key architect of the first ever Oral Health Needs Assessment of California Children, chaired the Dental Health Foundation’s  Children’s Dental Health Initiative and currently serves as Chair of the Scientific Advisory Committee of the California wide First Five Oral Health Initiative. 
Dr. Rosilyn Ryals, MD, MPH, FAAP, is medical consultant to the Division of Communicable Disease Control and Prevention of the Alameda County Public Health Department, providing consultation to the Immunization, STD, Perinatal Hepatitis B, and Acute Communicable Disease programs. She received her medical degree from Georgetown University School of Medicine and trained in Pediatrics at St. Christopher’s Hospital for Children in Philadelphia. Dr. Ryals is board-certified in pediatrics, has a master’s of public health from the University of California at Berkeley, and a diploma in Tropical Medicine and Hygiene from London University.

Dr. Wang, M.D. is a general medicine fellow at the University of California, San Francisco.  She completed her training in internal medicine at UCSF.  Her clinical and research interests are how to engage former prisoners into the health care system upon release and how physicians can create systems of care that better support this vulnerable population.  She helped co-found Transitions Clinic, which is a post-release clinic for parolees with chronic medical conditions based at Southeast Health Center in the Bayview.  In addition to providing primary care, the clinic links former prisoners to community resources, including mental health services, drug addiction, and case management programs.  Dr. Wang has worked in the prison systems in California, North Carolina, and in Gaborone, Botswana.
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
