Are You Renting?
Know Your Rights!

Tenants have repeatedly become the
innocent victims of their landlord’s
financial troubles in the foreclosure crisis.
New owners may try to illegally evict good
tenants or offer them cash to leave.
Tenants need to know that even though
they may not own their home, they do
have rights in this process.

In Oakland, tenants are protected by a

Just Cause Ordinance. Foreclosure is

not a valid reason for eviction or to

raise your rent. Banks have repeatedly

violated Oakland law by sending

eviction notices to good renters in

foreclosed buildings.

If you receive an eviction notice,

immediately contact one of the

resources listed in the box below.

The new owner must give you at least

60 days notice before starting an

eviction process.

The new owner may offer to pay you

for moving out. This scam, called

“Cash for Keys” is rarely a good deal:

e The money offered is rarely
enough to pay for moving costs

e You will be giving up your legal
rights

e You might be able to do much
better in court

The new owner is your new landlord.

This means:

e The new owner is responsible for
repairs

e You must pay the new owner
rent; do not pay rent to the old
landlord. Keep records of
payments

Key Facts

. You can’t be evicted from your

rental because of foreclosure.

. The new owner may offer to pay

you for moving out. This scam,
called “Cash for Keys” is rarely a
good deal.

. You are responsible for paying rent.
