
Statement of Intent
We join the Emerald Cities Collaborative (ECC) in improving the city of ​Oakland through increased energy efficiency, high-road job creation, and economic opportunity for marginalized communities.  Properly undertaken, investment in retrofits will make the city more ecologically sustainable while creating opportunities for broad inclusion, wealth creation, and ongoing citizen mobilization to ensure long-term government commitment to environmental and equity goals.  We agree to collaborate with a broad group of stakeholders including businesses, unions, community organizations, social justice advocates, development intermediaries, and political leadership in order to green our city, build our communities, and strengthen our democracy.   Together we will work to:

· Substantially increase the energy efficiency of citywide building stock over ten years while prioritizing low-income communities. 
· Implement deep, not simple, retrofits wherever possible.

· Support high-quality job creation through the requirement for labor standards.

· Expand access to high-quality jobs and contracts to minorities, women, and low-income residents. 
· Build lasting democratic capacity to shape the urban economy.
· Support policies furthering these goals
The local ECC’s initial citywide process will work towards a serious plan with inclusive standards for energy efficiency retrofits that reflect the new social compact among participating stakeholders to:

· Construct and expand pathways to good jobs and lifetime careers for community members through collaborative workforce development systems involving community-based training providers, community colleges, others, and union-based apprenticeship programs.

· Promote and extend the practice of collective bargaining as widely and deeply as possible into building energy efficiency retrofit markets through progressive public policy and strategic union organizing in order to support and sustain the workforce development systems that lead to good jobs and lifetime careers.

We agree (a) to contribute to the achievement of the ECC’s goal and projects; (b) to engage other local Emerald Cities members honestly about our own interests, needs, and ECC-relevant activities; (c) to seek to understand and respect the legitimate interests of all ECC partners; and (d) to hold ourselves and other members accountable for delivery on commitments to ECC work.
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Emerald Cities Partnership Agreement

The undersigned, respectively representing political, labor, community and business leadership of Oakland commit to making Oakland an “Emerald City” and to participate in the Emerald Cities Collaborative (ECC), a national partnership of similar stakeholders.  We understand that this commitment implies full mutual support and collaboration to:

Green our Cities, Build our Communities, and Strengthen our Democracy;

Executing, as a first project, a comprehensive retrofit of  Oakland building stock that achieves deep energy savings, high road (sustainable, equitable and democratic) jobs and enterprises that adopt labor standards, and ensures community access to resulting employment, career pathways and contracting opportunities in associated industries, and is governed by a Community Workforce Agreement (CWA) ensuring the above;

Establishing and maintaining ongoing collaborative decision making, governed by the same constituencies here represented, but surviving their current leadership, to implement this and successor ECC projects for the high road development of Oakland.
Participating in and supporting the national ECC in its efforts to build high-road metros throughout the United States.
