I) “Baked In” Benefits are the responsibility of the developer (Lennar/BVHP) and include:

·  Home Buyers’ Assistance

·  Job Training/Employee Assistance

·  Local Community Priority Leasing

·  Small Business Assistance

II) Enhanced Community Benefits, which are referred to as the SHIPYARD LEGACY FUND and are the responsibility of the San Francisco Redevelopment Agency.  The Enhanced Community Benefits include:
· Land Sales Proceeds 

·  Approximately $30 million in net land sales proceeds, likely to be available over 7-10 years. Land sales likely to begin in 2007.  
·  Community Facility Parcels

·  Six acres, with infrastructure, for community-serving facilities, 1.3 acres of which will be available in 2007.
